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1. The competition will be held under Swim England Regulations and technical rules Level 3.License 3EM20????
      Officials will be from Regional lists of the A.S.A

2. All Events shall have heat declared winners, Session lengths are a Maximum of 7.5 hours per day

3. The events are:-

50m & 100m all 4 strokes & 100IM  all age groups 

4. The age groups shall be 9,10,11,12,13,14yrs, and 15yrs and over. Age as at 5th April 2020
5. The pool length is 25m, six lanes, and will be equipped with Ares electronic timing with full display and anti wave lane ropes.

6. Awards will be given to the top three placed swimmers in each age group in each individual event.
7.  There will be awards for the Top Boy and Top Girl These awards will be determined by awarding points  6 5 4 3 2 1  in each age group, in each event swum.
       Heats will be swum with all age groups combined and
